Operating out of the historic Eau Claire & Bow River
Lumber Co. building, cSPACE Eau Claire provided a

satellite creative hub in cSPACE Projects’ emerging

portfolio of creative places.

Our Meanwhile Lease SPACEPILOT signals a
commitment to urban revitalization through the arts,
by connecting artists and creative entrepreneurs with

underused commercial spaces to create in.

This hub supported residencies for more than 28
individual artists and collectives and opened its doors for
245 public events between Fall 2022 and Spring 2024.

This innovative research pilot has placed cSPACE in the
position to manage some 63,000 square feet of space,

effectively doubling the space of our Marda Loop hub.
